Directions to the Red Lion Colonial Hotel

From the North or South:

Take Capitol Exit 192 off of Interstate 15, and then follow the sign to the hospital. The
Red Lion is located on the corner of California and Colonial Drive.

From the East:

Take Highway 12 west through town. Turns left at the Albertson’s gas station and go
straight through the stop light and then veer left. The hotel is located on the corner of
California and Colonial Drive.
